Appendix A Ethnicity Estimator (EE) online tool Terms and Conditions
1. The User will ensure that all requirements of the agreements or contracts under which the EE online tool is held by University College London will be maintained as specified in the agreement.   
2. The User will use the EE online tool only for the purposes defined in the approved EE application
3. The User will not share their login credential (used to access the online tool) with any other person. 
4. The User will not reverse engineer or de-compile the EE online tool. 
5. The User understands that the supply of this service via Geographic Data Service, University College London does not imply support in terms of training, in-house documentation or use.
Approved Use
In exchange for granting the User, as an approved GeoDS User, the right to access the online tool, they agree that: 

1. The EE online tool is copyright of the Office for National Statistics, and was developed by University College London using funding from the Economic and Social Research Council. 
2. 3. The User understands and agrees that the EE online tool is provided without warranty of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose or any other warranty, express or implied, and without any representation or warranty that the use or supply of the EE online tool will not infringe any patent, copyright, trademark or other right 
4. The User agrees that they will not gain or claim any rights in or over the EE online tool 
5. The User agrees to use the EE online tool only for the purpose stated in the approved Online Application and understand that any other use including but not limited to commercial or profit making use of the EE online tool is strictly prohibited. 
6. The User may not reverse assemble, reverse engineer or decompile the EE online tool or otherwise attempt to access the source code. 
7. The User will not permit access to the EE online tool by others. 
8. If the User violates the terms of this Agreement, University College London and the Office for National Statistics have the right to take legal action against them.
